Write a note of encouragement to one of them.   
 

3rd GRADE: 
Ç Check out a missionaryôs biography for kids from our 
childrenôs library.  Read it together as a family. 

 

4th GRADE: 
Ç Using a world map, identify each of the places where 

County Line is partnering in foreign missions and 
describe what is happening there. 

 

5th GRADE: 
Ç Select a country of your choice and investigate 

unreached people there.  Explain their needs and what 
efforts are being made by Christians to make disciples 
and restore the community of that particular people. 
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Restoring Communities: 

 
As part of our mission,  ñRestoring communities with 
Christ ... One life at a time,ò  children should experience 
hands-on family projects.  Here are a few suggestions: 
 

 

Pre-School:  
Ç Make treat bags or cheerful decorations and deliver them 

personally to a nursing home or retirement center. 
 
Kindergarten 
Ç Collect non-perishable items for a local food bank.  

Deliver them personally and learn about their work. 
 
1st GRADE: 
Ç Conduct a neighborhood clean-up day.  Take your family 

out with trash bags  and gloves to collect litter along a 
street or in a park near you. 

 
2nd GRADE: 
Ç Find someone in need of yard work, mowing, raking or 

shoveling snow and give them an afternoon of your time.  
 
3rd GRADE: 
Ç Prepare a meal for a shut-in.  Contact the church office 

for names if you need ideas. 
 
4th GRADE: 
Ç Set up a morning to offer free car  
      washes to your neighbors. 
 
5th GRADE: 
Ç Find a place that serves meals to needy people and ask if 

you and a parent can volunteer to serve a meal there.

Bible Skills: 

 

These are some skills to introduce at this age. 
 

1st GRADE: 
Ç Open the Bible and find the Old and New Testaments. 
Ç Locate Genesis, Psalms, and Matthew. 
Ç Understand that the Bible was inspired by God and reveals 

who He is and how He loves us. 
 

2nd GRADE: 
Ç Look in the table of contents for help to find specific books. 
Ç Understand the numbering for chapters and verses. 
Ç Know that the Bible was inspired by God and written by 

many different authors. 

 

3rd GRADE: 
Ç Recite the 66 books of the Bible. 
Ç Name the ñnextò book when prompted with the name of a 

specific book. 
Ç Locate a book without using the table of contents. 
 

4th GRADE: 
Ç Read short passages of scripture out loud for family or in 

classes. 
Ç Understand how different translations came to us and 

compare selected passages in different versions. 
Ç Name the divisions, or collections of books in the Old 

Testament. 
 

5th GRADE: 
Ç Conduct regular, personal Bible study on their own. 
Ç Know how to do Bible research with concordances, the 

internet and other tools. 
Ç Understand how the books of the New Testament were 

selected by the church. 
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Bible Skills: 

 

My child... 
 
PRE K PURPLE:  (2 YEAR OLDS) 
Ç Listens to brief stories about Bible people. 
 
PRE K BLUE:  (3 YEAR OLDS) 
Ç Handles the Bible with respect. 
Ç Knows that the Bible teaches us about God. 
 
PRE K YELLOW:  (Year before Kindergarten) 
Ç Handles the Bible with respect. 
Ç Recognizes that Bible stories tell us how God interacts in 

the lives of people. 
 
KINDERGARTEN: 
Ç Understands that the Bible is our guide for living today. 
Ç Begins to realize Bible stories are true and really 

happened. 
Ç Can explain that the Old Testament tells about Godôs 

people long before Jesus came.  The New Testament tells 
about Jesus and His life and work.

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Truths to Understand: 

 

Understanding basic truths about God and His plan for 
us is critical for moving toward deeper levels of faith 
development.  
 

PRE K PURPLE:  (2 YEAR OLDS) 
Ç My family loves me and will care for me. 
Ç I can show love to others. 
Ç My family prays at mealtime and bedtime. 
 
PRE K BLUE:  (3 YEAR OLDS) 
Ç God loves me and cares for me. 
Ç God wants me to help others. 
Ç I can pray to God. 
Ç Jesus was born at Christmas. 
 
PRE K YELLOW:  (Year before Kindergarten) 
Ç God will protect me. 
Ç He made me unique with my own talents to use for Him. 
Ç A miracle is something only God can do. 
Ç Jesus died on the cross to pay for my sins. 
 
KINDERGARTEN: 
Ç God loves me. 
Ç Sin separates me from God. 
Ç Jesus paid for my sin when He died on the cross. 
Ç When I as forgiveness, I can be made right with God. 
 
1st GRADE: 
Ç Children can explain a simple plan of salvation. 
Ç Jesus really lived, died and rose again. 
Ç God hears and answers our prayers. 
Ç God wants us to care for others. 
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Truths to Understand: 

 
 
2nd GRADE: 
Ç People who donôt have a relationship with Jesus are 

separated from God because of sin. 
Ç Jesusô miracles demonstrated the power of God and His 

love for us. 
Ç God always keeps His promises. 
Ç God gives us His peace even in difficult times. 
 
3rd GRADE: 
Ç Can learn to grow in the practice of prayer. 
Ç They develop a deeper understanding of what it means 

to be saved by faith. 
Ç When we face difficult circumstances, God has a plan for 

it and He will never leave us. 
Ç Jesus will return some day for His people. 
 
4th GRADE: 
Ç Practice the types of prayer:  adoration, thanksgiving, 

intercessions, and confession. 
Ç Understand the ordinance of Communion. 
Ç Explain the Plan of Salvation with the ñRomans Roadò 

passages.  (Romans 3:23, 6:23, 5:8, 10:9, 5:1) 
Ç We make our choices in life based on Biblical truth. 
 
5th GRADE: 
Ç Explain the Plan of Salvation with the Romans passages. 
Ç Understand the ordinance of Baptism. 
Ç Explain what it means to live a life of holiness. 
Ç Talk about what happens at death to our bodies and our 

spirits. 
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
